Those of you who came out to the Farm to enjoy the Herb and Garden Festival, hopefully noticed the
shiny restored Case SC tractor doing a standup job of holding down the herb tent. Didn’t used to be
that pretty. The following discourse is an example of how things sometimes get done around here.
